o East – West University identified students who were enrolled during Summer 

2020, Fall 2020, Winter 2021, Spring 2021, at East – West University. 

o The application was sent to all 570 eligible students via HelloSign on June 15, 

2021 with the deadline June 25, 2021. 

o All applications were reviewed by the Director of Financial Aid. The award 

amount of $ 1,224.66 was determined on the basis of the qualified applications 

received which was 259.  

o Prior to disbursement of any grant funding, students attested that these grant funds 

will be used toward educational costs and other emergency costs that arise due to 

coronavirus, such as tuition, food, housing, health care (including mental health 

care), or child care. 

7. Any instructions, directions, or guidance provided by the institution to students 

concerning the Emergency Financial Aid Grants was sent via-email to all eligible 

students.
